Our speaker, Marcel Maddox, spoke about the 2010 US Census. This
yeards Census only has 10 quest:i
tax purposes. The first Census was in 1790 and has been taken every 10
years. In 1850 the Census started counting individuals instead of households.
In 1970, they started mailing the Census. 2000 saw an increased response
rate due to advertising. The Census must count everyone - 310 million peo-
ple, speaking over 50 languages, in 130 million households. The Census does

not share the information with anyone, not even other federal agencies.

For the 2010 Census, an advance letter will be mailed out, followed by the questionnaire, then a reminder postcard. If
the Census is not mailed back, a Census taker will go to the household. Census day is April 1, 2010. You can help the

Census by forming complete count committees and help identify hard to count areas.
