Program: Cancer Clinic Update

Gail Larson introduced Dr. William Wisbheck who graduated from the University of Washington
and from the University of Washington Medical School, and completed his residency at the Univer-
sity of Washington. No wonder he is such a good doctor. His specialty is radiation oncology. Dr. |i
Wisbeck discussed the Providence Cancer Care Partnership which was formed in 2007 and is lo-
cated in a brand new building adjacent to the Colby Campus of the Hospital. The partners are the
Providence Health System, The Everett Clinic, Western Washington Medical Group, and North-
west Washington Radiation Oncology Associates. These competitors have joined together in the
same building to avoid duplication and to provide outstanding cancer treatment which rivals or
exceeds such treatment anywhere in the State of Washington. The only cancer care which is not
provided here in Everett is bone marrow transplants. Dr. Wisbeck, who is the Medical Director
for the Radiation Oncology Division of the Cancer Care Partnership, indicated that the radiation
equipment in use at the Center cost in excess of $15 million, and is used by 100+ patients each day, which is the largest usage in the Northwest.
The Tomo Therapy machine, which is one of only 150 in the world, allows a partial or full dose of radiation to specific areas of the body. The
Trilogy | mage Guidance System allows the radiati on b ehacncer avea
and not on other parts of the body. The heavy lead blocks to prevent damage from the non-cancer areas of the body are no longer necessary

because the equipment being used today is fine tuned so that the radiation beam only hits the cancer area.

One of the great advantages of having all of the cancer doctors in one location is that, even though they belong to different medical groups, they
regularly meet in a cancer conference to discuss appropriate treatment for each patient. As Dr. Casselman pointed out, this is a classic example
of the trust and collaboration that is necessary to bring competitors together to provide the very best medical care to this community. Thank
you, Gail Larson, Dr. Wisbeck, Rick Cooper, and the other medical leaders in this community for putting together a cancer partnership which
