Importation of polio to other countries is a high concerp,
therefore keeping immunizations up to date is equally important to the eradication efforts.
While on this trip, Ed and fellow Rotarians were invited to the Ethiopian Palace and were recognized by the Presideopiaf Ethi
for raising over 7.5 million US dollars for aid in Ethiopia.
