PROGRAM: US Army Operations in Iraq 

LTG Steven Whitcomb took to the podium with todayôs program. The Army forces in Iraq are part 
of a joint forces operation, along withy the Navy, Air Force, Marines and Coast Guard. The Army 
provides the vital boots on the ground. Today, there are 1.1 million in uniform. The Iraq war has 
been the longest, all volunteer war since the Revolutionary War, 9 years. Iraq is now having elec-
tions. The military leadership in Iraq is comfortable and stable. There are fewer military planes at the 
Baghdad airport, another sign of stability. Afghanistan is not so stable. It has a mountainous region, 
there is a tribal culture, and of course, the Taliban. Recruiting for the Army has been good, and re-
tention is even greater. In todayôs Army, 50% of the soldiers are married.
