Program

Rich White introduced Representative Rick Larsen, who during his formal presentation, dis-
cussed the economy, the Navy in Everett and Boeing. In discussing the economy, he indicated that he
had received many letters where people had lost their jobs and had to rely on unemployment insurance
and Cobra insurance. Many of the letters indicated fear and anger with the economy. Representative [RALAINILHIL
Larsen indicated that private sector employment was growing, but that we still had a long ways to go to EIGiiE:R!
recover from the recession. He indicated that legislation had been passed to eliminate some SBA loan
fees to help small businesses but that much more needed to be done. He also indicated that in many !\‘% W i
ways the credit crunch remains and that until banks, particularly community banks, start lending to small I i&ﬁ'ﬁ B v DY
businesses, the economy is going to have a tough time. Representative Larsen pointed out that the
Navy in Everett has payroll of $230,000,000 and accounts for approximately 5% of the economic activity in Snohomish County. He
said he is working hard so that the top brass of the Navy know that Naval Station Everett is the most modern base in the Navy and
that it makes sense to base another carrier here when the Lincoln goes into overhaul. Representative Larsen also indicated he is
working hard to convince the Air Force that Boeing can manufacture the tankers better than Airbus. He believes the Air Force should
take into consideration that Boeing does not receive any tax dollars while Airbus receives a substantial tax subsidy. He also pointed
out that the WTO has declared the tax subsidy to Airbus to be illegal.

Representative Larsen left plenty of time for questions. Jim Angell asked if he felt it was strange that many people who talk
about getting government out of their lives now are wondering why the government is not more involved in attempting to stop the
oil leak in the Gulf of Mexico. Representative Larsen agreed that the citizens’ desire for the involvement of government depends on
the circumstances. He also indicated that there is no question that BP and the other companies involved must pay for the damage
and that the disaster has and will stop deep sea drilling. Mike Deller asked why the House passed an extension for unemployment
benefits, but no extension for Cobra benefits. Representative Larsen indicated that the Senate had not yet taken action on the
House bill and that he wouldn't be surprised if the Senate bill contained an extension for Cobra benefits. Bob Beil asked why there is
not oil land drilling in North Dakota and Montana. Representative Larsen responded that in those states, it is a difficult process to
obtain the oil which results in a large amount of polluted water. Jim Hayes asked when the U.S. is going to live within its means.
Representative Larsen indicated that the deficit, which is between 12.5 and 13 Trillion Dollars, can only be reduced by big changes to
entitlements, i.e. Social Security, Medicare, and Medicaid. I guess it's not surprising that he didn't mention that the deficit could also
be reduced by raising taxes. John Mohr pointed out how important it was for this community that the Lincoln be replaced with a
carrier when it goes into overhaul. Representative Larsen responded by saying that the overhaul would be in Virginia and it was
unlikely that the Lincoln  would return to Everett when the overhaul was completed. He also indicated, as he had in his earlier
remarks, that he was working hard to convince the Navy that it made sense to base a replacement carrier in Everett.
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Ending

President Kevin ended the meeting on time by thanking those present. Following his Cougar philosophy of ignoring the best
university in this State, he failed to mention next week’s program with President Mark Emmert of the University of Washington.
