John Ellis introduced our speaker, Dr. William Adams.  Dr. Adams practices at Fairfax Hospital in Kirkland, which specializes in behav-
ioral health for children, adolescents and adults.  Dr. Adamsô message was to de-stigmatize mental health disorders.  As potential 
employers, we should be aware that individuals with this disorder tend to be high achievers and can be a great asset to an organiza-
tion.
