In 1939 that all changed, when his city was bombed 
and occupied by the Nazis.  A German ammunitions factory was established in 
the town and the Jews were forced to work there.  Robbie worked in the fac-
tory, where his job was to stamp ammunition shells with the initials ñFESòҍthe 

meaning of which he still doesnôt understand.  He was very fast and had no 
problem doing 3,200 shells a day, which ability may have saved him from 
death.  During this time he unsuccessfully tried to join his brother who was
